1. Welcome

There was discussion regarding the year for the budget placed and also that the AT is at present not
getting rental income due to building being vacant and that one educational institution is likely to
occupy the same if the discussions held is agreed and all the efforts made through different other
sources have failed and there is no much demand for the buildings in the surrounding area and roads.

The President also in this connection informed that the Managing Committee that M.C. is thinking
of requesting for grants from Government and trying the same seriously through different sources and
the IAT and the Regional chapters are conducting the programmes at present with the interest mobilizing
funds apart from beneficiary IATians and Farmers.

With the above discussion and replies, Sri.M.Shankarappa proposed and Sri.Challaiah seconded
for the approval and there upon the AGM unanimously approved the proposed budget for the year
2020-21.

(7) To appoint auditors to audit the accounts for the year 2019-20 and fix their remuneration.

The Treasurer proposed for the continuation of the present auditors M/s.JAA Associates for the
year 2019-20 to pay their remuneration.

The members desired about the opinion of the Treasurer in this regard and the Treasurer justified
the same.Sri.M.Shankarappa proposed for approval and Sri.S.Chamaraju seconded for the same and
thereupon the General Body approved to continue the same auditors M/s.JAA Associates for the year
2019-20 and payment for their remuneration.

REPORT OF ACTIVITIES FOR THE YEAR 2019-20

Report on the various activities of Institution of Agricultural Technologists, Bengaluru for the
year 2019-20 (April 2019- March 2020)

The Activities taken up by IAT are grouped into three parts.
Part I. General
Part II. Activities Report of The Centrel office
Part III. Activities Report of the Regional Chapters

Part 1. General

a) The Governing Body of the Institution shall be the Managing Committee(M.C.). The administration
and Management of the Institution shall vest with the Managing Committee consisting of 15
elected members, two co-opted members, four Presidents or nominees co-opted from four Regional
Chapters on yearly rotation basis and 15 ex-officio members. The elected members from among
themselves choose the President, two Vice-Presidents, Secretary, Treasurer and Joint Secretary as
office bearers.

One day workshop on Zero Budget Natural Farming was organized on 4-10-2019 which was co-
sponsored by Department of Agriculture and other line departments besides all the farm universities.
The participants of the workshop included Farmers representatives, scientists from Farm Universities,
Development Department Officers , and [ATians and NGOs. The major focus of the workshop was on
the relevance of Zero Budget Natural Farming method of cultivation evolved by Sri.Subhash Palekar
over the last two decades and its practicability.

The programme started with welcome address by Dr.M.A.Shankar, former Director of Research
and M.C. member and it was presided over by Prof.V.Veerabhadraiah, former Director of Extension,
and President, IAT, Bengaluru. The workshop was inaugurated by Dr.M.B.Chetti, Vice Chancellor,
University of Agricultural Sciences, Dharwad and while delivering the inaugural address he
revealed that there is a need for validating the beneficial/ harmful effect of ZBNF in the state of
Karnataka for the benefit of farming community in a long run. Dr.G.Eswarappa, Vice President,
highlighted about the Zero Budget Natural Farming in his introductory remarks.The participating
scientists from UAS-Bengaluru, UAS-Dharwad, UAHS Shivamogga and UHS Bagalkot presented
the research findings. Sri.R.Ramamurthy, Secretary, rendered vote of thanks. More than 200 members
participated in the programme. Three technical sessions were held.

Technical Session-I :The concept, method and procedure of ZBNF as propounded by Sri.Subash
Palekar was presented in detail by Dr.T.K.Prabhakar Setty, former Director of Research, UAS(B).
Perceived controversy about ZBNF attracted many questions from the participants. there was very
good discussion about ZBNF.

Technical Session-III :The Scientific validation of the ZBNF has been initiated in the respective
Universities in the State. Scientists presented their preliminary data obtained from field level testing
in different agro-climatic zones.
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(ii) Workshop on safe use of agricultural chemicals and fertilizers

A workshop was organized on 28-12-2019 and was inaugurated by Shri G.C. Chandrashekar, Honible
Member (Rajyasabha) and Member of Standing Committee, The Ministry of Industry and Commerce
and Consultative committee, Ministry of External Affairs, Govt. of India, who highlighted the present
scenario of agricultural chemicals and pesticides in India. As a member of Joint Parliamentary Committee
on Fertilizers and Chemicals requested the officials present in the workshop to provide policy suggestions
with respect to safe and prudent use of Fertilizers and agricultural chemicals so that he can place the
same before the committee for discussion and implementation. Besides, he also emphasized for
identifying the indigenous source of chemicals for manufacturing of pesticides as it is being imported
from China and causing heavy expenditure to the exchequer.

The participants in the workshops were the line departments officials, pesticides and fertilizer
manufacturers association members and [ATians.

Dr. Ganeshan Shanmugan, Policy affairs, Crop Care India, New Delhi suggested to have raw material
/ active ingredients manufacturing units in the country which will help in improving the economy, as
India is one among the net importer of active ingredient required for pesticide formulations across the
world. Dr.Y.V.N Murthy from the Fertilizer Association of India while emphasinging the need for
balanced fertilizer use besides a proper regulatory mechanics for marketing of multi-grade nutrients
required for agro-climatic conditions for enhancing the productivity and nutritional security. In
addition,he also stressed a need for better management subsidy schemes to encourage balanced nutrition.

Prof. V. Veerabhadraiah, Former Director of Extension, UAS-B & President AT, in his presidential
remarks expressed his willingness to organize a technical policy workshop and send the
recommendations to the government by IAT.

Dr. N. K. Krishna Kumar, Former DDG (Horticulture), I[CAR and Director, Biovarsity International
emphasized on diagnosis based pesticide recommendations and usage, need for long term studies
regarding chronic toxic effects of pesticides and revisiting the usage of nanocotinoids in agriculture.

The workshop has emerged with many policy recommendations on fertilizers and pesticides which
needs to be placed before the parliamentary committee.Policy recommendations on fertilizers were 14
and on pesticides, 13.

Dr.M.A.Shankar, Chairman, Agricultural Policy and Development sub-committee welcomed the
gathering and the vote of thanks was proposed by the Shri.Siddaraju,Joint Secretary, IAT, Bengaluru.

(iii) Brainstorming discussion on proposed seed bill 2019
